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Can vaping damage your lungs?

outh vaping is a big problem in

Canada. The rising popularity of
vaping has been dramatic, especially
among teenagers.
The number of youth smoking ciga-
rettes has declined significantly but
the number of youth who are vaping
is on the rise.

What is vaping? Vaping products
(electronic cigarettes or e-cigarettes)
are devices that heat a liquid into an
aerosol that is inhaled (breathed in)
into the lungs. These devices are com-
monly called vapes, mods, e-hookahs,
sub-ohms, tank systems and vape
pens.

The liquid (sometimes referred to as
e-juice) in a vape product contains a
combination of ingredients, usually
including nicotine (the highly addict-
ive drug found in tobacco products),
propylene glycol, vegetable glycerine
and flavouring. Many of these sub-
stances are considered safe for inges-
tion (eating); however, when these
liquids are heated, they produce new
chemicals that may not be safe to in-
hale. For example, the heating process
can create chemicals like formalde-
hyde and other contaminants such as

nickel, tin and aluminum.

Vaping and youth: How to talk to
your child about vaping.

Vaping is on the rise among teen-
agers. While smoking rates among
Canadian youth are at an all-time low,
youth vaping is on the rise. Although
most youth are aware of the harms
and consequences of smoking ciga-
rettes, they often underestimate the
effect that vaping can have on their
health and well-being. Learning more
about vaping and its consequences
can help you have an honest and in-
formed conversation with your child
about vaping, and help your child
make informed and healthy decisions.

Why do youth vape? Youth report
that they vape to reduce stress and
because of their desire to fit in. Youth
say they enjoy vaping. Vapes come in
thousands of different flavours, many
of them candy and fruit flavours that
are popular with young people.They
also vape because they become ad-
dicted to nicotine.

What are the health effects of vap-
ing? Any time we breathe in anything,
other than medication or fresh air into
our lungs, there is a potential to cause
harm. Vaping is no different. We are
still collecting more research to fully
understand the long-term health ef-
fects to inform Canadians. But at this
point, we do already know that there
is harm connected to vaping.

* Nicotine dependence: vaping prod-
ucts contain large amounts of nico-
tine, which is a highly addictive drug.

For instance, 1 Juul Pod (Juul is one
brand name of a vaping product) has
the same amount of nicotine as 20
cigarettes (approximately one pack).
This means people may develop de-
pendence quickly and it may even in-
crease your chances of smoking trad-
itional cigarettes.

* Negative lung health effects of to-
bacco use include worsening of exist-
ing lung conditions, lung cancer and
COPD among others.

* Short-term symptoms: Individuals
should watch for signs of cough,
shortness of breath, chest pain, nau-
sea, vomiting and/or diarrhea. These
may be signs of lung damage. If you
are experiencing these symptoms, seek
medical attention.

* Lung disease: Vaping can make
asthma and other existing lung dis-
eases worse. Breathing in the harmful
chemicals from vaping products can
cause irreversible (cannot be cured)
lung damage, lung disease and, in
some cases, death. Some chemicals in
vaping products can also cause cardio-
vascular disease and biological chan-
ges that are associated with cancer de-
velopment.

The bottom line: Vaping is not with-
out risk, so understanding the poten-
tial short- and long-term health out-
comes before vaping is recommended.
Younger people should be educated to
understand their increased risk of nico-
tine addiction compared with the

general population and should be
strongly encouraged to not try or start
vaping.

is first book of poems was published in

1944. He was poet-in-residence in sever-
al universities. Purdy said: “There ought to be
a quality in a good poet beyond any analysis,
the part of this mind that leaps from one point
to another, sideways, backward,...” He has
published a number of works, such as “Sun-

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dance at Dusk”, “Sex and Death” and “No
Other Country”. He was born in Toronto and
spent most of his life there. The following are
excerpts from his poems: “At 100 Mile house
the cowboys ride in rolling stagey cigarettes
with one hand reining half-tame bronco rebels
... (The Cariboo Horses) Riding the Boxcars
out of Winnipeg in a morning after rain so
close to the violent sway of the fields it’s run-
ning and running naked with summer in your
mouth and the guy behind you grunts and
says, “Got a smoke?” (Transient) “The river’s
soft roar drifts to my ear and changes tone
when the wind changes ... (Eskimo Grave-
yard) “A block away on an Ottawa street I
see this woman about to fall and she collapses
slowly in sections the way you read about and
there just might be time for me to reach her
(Alive or Not).

4- Irving Layton

Layton is the best-known and controver-
sial figure in Canadian poetry, because
he is so outspoken... Layton’s barbs are not
limited to the middle class.

Layton’s poetry
is concerned with three main topics: sexual

love, power and imagination. He was born in
Romania and taught in a boys’ private school
and later Sir George Williams University.
He has published many books or poetry. The
following excerpts are from a number of his
poems: “How shall i sing the accomplished
waters Whose teeming cells make green my
hopes (Sacrament by the Water). “Whatever
else poetry is freedom Forget the Rhetoric, the
trick of lying All poets pick up sooner or later

K. Page was born in England but raised

He calls him-
self “an unrepentant regionalist.” The follow-

his is a question for all of us to ponder. Those who recently awarded the Nobel Prize*
to lyricist Bob Dylan have answered n the positive. Sara Danius, permanent secretary
of the Swedish Academy, announced Bob Dylan’s victory. Dylan’s lyrics have been the

subject of academic study for decades.

Bob Dylan was cited for “having created new poetic expressions within the great Amer-
ican song tradition.” It was stated that Homer and Sappho “wrote poetic texts that were
meant to be, like Homer and Sappho, their predecessors listened to, performed often with
musical instruments. The same is true of Bob Dylan.

Bob Dylan was born Robert Allen Zimmerman in Duluth Minnesota in 1941. He ob-
tained his first guitar at the age of 14 and performed in rock and roll bands. In 1961 he
moved to New York and performed in Greenwich Village, which was known for progres-
sive music and other new pursuits. His first of many albums was made public in 1962.

According to the Nobel prize committee, his albums revolve around topics such as hu-
man condition, religion, politics and love. As an artist Dylan has been termed “strikingly
versatile.” He has been a painter, actor and song-writer. His status is that of an icon. His
influence on contemporary music is profound, and he is the subject of a steady stream

of secondary literature.

Dylan became the first American to win the Nobel Prize for literature since Toni Morri-
son took the prize in 1993. Bob Dylan is a name that has been well-known for decades.

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Why Math Waord Prablems are

Wearnniseme ta Children

‘ N Jord problems take math
concepts, such as arith-

metic, geometry and algebra,
and relate them back to the
real world. But somehow, in
the conversion from numbers
' and symbols to the written
word, even students adept at math can become confused
and dlscouraged In fact, children often find it easier to
solve a problem that explicitly asks them to multiply two
numbers rather than tackle a word problem that requires
the same mathematical skills.
In addition to knowledge of core math concepts, word
problems also require strong reading comprehension
skills. Before a child can solve a word problem, he needs
to be able to translate the problem into a math equation.

Once a child deciphers a word problem and is able to
convert it into a simple equation, most students can eas-
ily calculate the answer. Unfortunately, determining the
right equation is often the most challenging part of prob-
lem-solving. By applying reading comprehension skills
to their math homework, students are better able to solve
word problems correctly.

To help children boost their critical thinking and word
problem-solving skills, the math experts at Sylvan Learn-

tips to help their children decode word problems, gather
key information, solve equations and check their answers:

1- Read the question carefully. Ask your child to read
and reread the question to make sure that he understands
what he is being asked to solve.

3- Convert the verbal statement into a mathematical equa-
tion. Help him break the word problem into manageable,
ordered steps. It’s a good idea to do the work step-by-
step, particularly if it’s a complicated problem with sev-
eral parts. It’s easier to keep the pieces of the problem in
order if he works this way and easier to avoid mistakes.

4- Generate the result. Encourage her to solve the math-
ematical problem using a technique such as drawing or
mentally acting out the problem. After she finishes, make
sure the results make sense and that she writes the answer
in the appropriate units (e.g., hours, metres, kilometres,
etc.
